   Irish Soda Bread 

   Makes 1 loaf 

   Prep Time: 15 minutes 

 Total Time: 1 hour 

 

Ingredients: 

3 Cups all purpose flour 

2 1/2 Teaspoons sugar 

1 Teaspoon salt 

1 Teaspoon baking soda 

3 Tablespoons softened butter 

1 Egg 

1 1/4 Cups buttermilk 

Instructions: 

1. Preheat oven to 375 degrees. 

2. Combine all ingredients together in a mixing 

bowl. Mix on low speed just until everything 

starts to come together into a dough, 

approximately one minute. Finish mixing by 

hand until all flour is absorbed into the dough.  

3. Transfer dough to a lightly floured surface 

and loosely shape into a round ball. Place 

onto a greased half-sheet baking pan. 

4.  Slightly flatten the top by gently patting it  

  down. Use a serrated knife to score an X  

  across the top center of the loaf. Transfer  

  back to the half-sheet pan and immediately 

  place in the oven. Bake for 35-40 minutes, 

  or until the internal temperature reaches   

  190 degrees. Best when served while still  

  warm.     Recipe from Kneaders Bakery and Café 

 

MIDA DEVELOPMENT UPDATE 

After four years of negotiations, Deer Valley 
Resort completed its purchase of the MIDA/
